
Notice of Site Allocation Sustainability Appraisals 

Rhondda Cynon Taf Local Development Plan 2006-2021
Rhondda Cynon Taf County Borough Council prepared a Local Development Plan
(LDP) for the above area, which was placed on deposit for consultation until 26th
March 2009. The LDP will, upon adoption, replace the current development plans
and be the basis for decisions on land use planning for Rhondda Cynon Taf
(excluding Brecon Beacons National Park).

Responses to the deposit consultation included Sustainability Appraisals relating to
site allocations shown in the LDP. These representations suggested new sites or the
alteration or omission of proposed sites in the Deposit LDP. Additional
Sustainability Appraisals were submitted during the Alternative Sites consultation
which was held for 6 weeks until 22nd JULY 2009.

A Schedule of Sustainability Appraisals received, is available for public inspection
at the Council Offices in Ty Pennant, Catherine Street, Pontypridd. They are also
available on the Council’s website at www.rctcbc.gov.uk. 

The schedule of Sustainability Appraisals does not reflect the position of the Local
Planning Authority itself. Whether the deposit LDP is changed now is a matter for
an independent Inspector. Representations (including those in the form of
objections) in respect of the Sustainability Appraisals should be sent in writing to
Jane Cook, Director – Regeneration & Planning Division, Level 5, Unit 3, Ty
Pennant, Catherine Street, Pontypridd CF37 2TB or made on-line
www.rctcbc.gov.uk before 5.00pm on Friday 16th April 2010.
